Fatima Cooke, principal at Charles Sumner Math and Science Academy, noted that the mobile 
handwashing stations will be placed in the cafeteria. Lauren Degiulio, principal at Moos 
Elementary School, said Sloan’s health and wellness solution will be installed in high-traffic 
areas like the cafeteria and front office.

Sloan’s mobile handwashing stations are available as self-contained water or water line-
connected handwashing stations. All five available models include a sensor-operated paper towel 
dispenser and a wall-mounted foam soap dispenser. Additionally, each station is equipped with a 
16-gallon greywater tank, and select models have a hot water heater or two five-gallon water 
jugs.
